Players wear     

padded sponge - rubber shoes, 

to enhance traction on the  

slippery surface, and strike a 

ball the size of a small soccer 

ball with specially designed 

brooms made of solid molded 

rubber, trying to score into a 

net which is guarded by a  

goaltender.  

  

This was the first time the 

MMBC has hosted this event 

and also the first time they iced 

a team of their own.   In 2007, 

the MMBC teamed up with a 

team from Springfield in order 

to participate in last yearôs 

tournament, which was held in 

Worcester.  

  

Before the tournament started, 

there was an 

opening       

ceremony, which     

included team 

introductions and 

10 year old 

Trevor Cloughôs 

rendition of the 

American       

National Anthem.  

  

Round robin play 

started a 7:00 

AM , with each 

team playing 

each other 

once.   Games started at the top 

and bottom of each hour and 

consisted of two 10 minute  

periods.
