After a short time, I came to realize this was no crazy fan at all but a   

generous man who made it a tradition to come to the PA Announcer and  say "Sean give me a 

bunch of pucks!" and then as you watch that man, you realize he wanted the pucks at the end 

of every game to pass out to young Monarchs fans.  This went on for years.  At one time  

sometime around season 4 or 5) there had been a mishap with the ordering of game pucks 

and the team was under orders to ration the pucks to make sure we had enough to end the 

season.  Richie walked up as usual saying "Sean, gimme some pucks!"  This time your friendly 

neighborhood PA Announcer had to reply "Sorry Richie....(and told him the story about the 

pucks.)"

These were special pucks with the Monarchs logo on one side and Ladd 01 on the 

other.  That's the kind of a guy he was -  a true fan who loved the team -  was willing to jump in 

and help out when it was needed -  and wanted others  to enjoy themselves and share in his 

passion -  hockey.  These days, there may be a few more seats than we'd like to see without 

people in them -  but there's only one that will actually make the place seem empty.  To the 

Ladd Family -  at the end of every game -  there will always be pucks for kids who need them.
